UNDERGRADUATE NURSING PRECEPTORSHIP PROGRAM
REQUIREMENTS

· Nursing students are to be second semester senior level.    
· Preceptorships are for a full semester/quarter, and no split or half semesters are permitted.  Requests will be denied for other than a full semester/quarter.    
· The purpose of the preceptorship is to transition the student into the role of the graduate nurse, and scholarly students that are assured progression into a preceptorship will be considered.   
· Requests for specialty nursing units will be limited to employees/students on the respective units.  
· Employees/students are placed first before non-employee students.  

· The majority of placements will be on medical-surgical in-patient units. 

· Nursing students are required to have computer ID’S and passwords and faculty are expected to train students in clinical documentation on their respective campus.  
· ID’s and passwords will be released to the school after the student completes all required paperwork.  
· Clinical instructor is to communicate to unit leadership and preceptor the expectations, curriculum and paperwork prior to the student’s clinical.  
· The instructor is available to the student and preceptor during the hours the student is in clinical via phone or pager

· Clinical instructor to facilitate student evaluation of the preceptorship
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
