UNDERGRADUATE NURSING PRECEPTORSHIPS

CLINICAL PRACTICE MODEL

· Nursing students must be senior level to be eligible for preceptorships.  

· The focus of preceptorships is to assist in facilitating the transition role of the graduate nurse.  

· Requests for nursing units will be accommodated if at all possible, but the majority of placements will be on general in-patient units. 

· Nursing students are required to have computer ID’S and passwords and corresponding education in clinical documentation on campus.  

· Clinical instructor, student, and preceptor or nursing leadership designee are to meet/communicate at the beginning, midpoint, and end of the preceptorship.  The first meeting is to include, course curriculum, objectives, preceptor expectations, and required forms

· The instructor is available to the student and preceptor during hours of the preceptorship either via phone or pager

· Clinical instructor to facilitate student evaluation of the preceptorship
