• Smoking materials (cigarettes, lighters, vapes)
• Personal toiletries (hair products, deodorants, soaps, nail clippers, floss, etc.)

• Mouthwash or products with alcohol

• Body spray, perfume, essential oil

• Glass bottles, aerosol cans

Electronics

• Cell phones

• Chargers

• Laptop, tablet, iPad

• Personal music players and headphones

• Hair stylers: curling iron, straightener, blow dryer

Sharp Items
• Scissors, crochet needles, etc.

• Pens, pencils, other art supplies

• Mirrors or glass items

• Other Sharps (knives, razor blades, razors, etc.)

Soft Items
• Blankets, bedding & pillows (adult units)

• Stuffed animals (adult units)

• Bags & suitcases (including plastic)

Public safety will secure valuables (Keys, money/wallet, medications, IDs & Credit Cards)

Patients May Bring:

• Up to 4 outfits and shoes (all without 

strings)

• Unopened contact solution

• Contact case, eyeglasses

• Jewelry not posing injury risk (stud 

earrings, rings)

• Small elastic ponytail holders without metal

• Hairbrush

• Soft cover books

• Bible or religious texts

• Unframed pictures of family / friends

Patients can work with treatment team 

for access to the following:

• Bras with metal wire

• Safety electric razor supplied by hospital

• Non-formulary medications/acne face wash

• Jewelry (necklaces, bracelets)

• Sunglasses

• Head bonnets, durags, wigs

• Religious items

• Hard cover books

• Wheelchair/ambulation devices

• CPAP or other medical equipment
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
